Traffic Flow for Payne Maryland Project - demo and pre-construction phase

Maryland Project implementation. He is unable to attend CPED due to a Monday scheduling
conflict. He may be able to send to CPED updated print information. Proposed — that District Five
gathers input on the traffic flow plan from residents living in the immediate area of the project. One
venue to obtain direct resident input is at the upcoming 2/21/12 Great Neighborhood Meeting. This
would allow input to come back to CPED and then be forwarded to the Board and/or Parks staff prior
to the March CPED meeting..

Letter of D5 support desired for the Zoning issue petition being pursued by Bob Parker and Eric Foster for the 858 Payne
(Former U and | Café) building redevelopment. A letter to District Five was received asking for support letter to
accompany re-zoning petition so that two lots may be turned into parking for this business. D5 staff will update CPED.,
Past CPED actions would indicate no impediment to offering a generic support letter for the project and enhanced
parking.

Chair David Syers called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.

Approval of December 6",2011 DRAFT CPED minutes and Agenda Review.

Motion to change the order of the Agenda as follows: move item 3, The Great River Passage
Master Plan presentation, to the first item: keep Variance Application second, and add Payne
Maryland Partnership update from Brian Tourtelotte. Second. Unanimous Approval.

Motion to approve the December 6,2011Draft CPED minutes as provided. Second. Unanimous
Approval.



The Great River Passage Master Plan — Don Ganje, Saint Paul Parks & Recreation.
The City will look for Board approval of this plan so a motion of approval from CPED or remaining

questions will be in order.

There are 17 miles of the Mississippi River that run through the City of Saint Paul — the Great
River. A short video was shown as part of the presentation. The Master Plan, and the video,
can be found on the website, www.greatriverpassage.org. The Master Plan was completed
December 15, 2011 following a lot of public input. Presentations are being made to various
District Councils, with a request for a resolution of support for the plan. Presentations are being
made prior to the public hearing on February 29". The Master Plan is anticipated to become
part of the city's comprehensive plan, and so will guide development along the river for the next
30-50 years. :

Motion to support the Great River Maéter Plan. Second. No discussion. Unanimous Approval.

Payne Maryland Partnership update - Brian Tourtelotte (Saint Paul Parks and
Recreation), Brian Hook (Kraus Anderson), Bridget O'Malley (Riley Construction).

We are working on three suggestions made, including the suggestion of having a main eception
desk inside the door, and better visual and practical connections between the east side of the
building and the playing fields and areas. Anticipate project going out for bids in the spring.
Some discussion has occurred on getting materials into and out of the site. It has a basement,
so there will be some pond work. When demolition occurs there will be substantial amount of
traffic due to removal of materials. Once construction begins, on average we will see 15 trucks
a day. We would like to know from the community if the plan of having trucks enter onto Rose
off Greenbrier and then leave via Payne. We are sensitive to the needs of neighbors. There will
be heavy traffic during the demolition period and the early construction phases. David Syers
asked if input could be gathered prior to the February CPED meeting. The response from Mr.
Tourtelotte was yes — the development team wanted to alert the neighborhood to this issue.
Brian Tourtelotte noted that the Pioneer Press had done a story but had used a very outdated
graphic. It was unfortunate the outdated graphic was used and that City staff were not
consulted. )

Brigid O’ Malley of Reiling Construction is part of a CPP, Construction Partnering Project, and
she will be coordinating partnerships for contracting with various groups within the community
including minority owned and women owned contracting services. .

Variance Application — 1208 Arcade. Applicant Alex Aqgel and architect Rick Peterson.
(This is a continuation of the variance application for this property. The Board of Zoning
Appeals has layed over the issue for CPED to further review the issue).

The Committee reviewed the three variances requested. Main Variance is to allow parking in
front, instead of in rear or to side. Second variance concerns having surface parking within 30
feet of the street corner. Due to proposed design changes being presented tonight, the
development team feels that the he second variance is no longer needed. The third variance is
for the placement of the building, since code states the building anchor the corner, i.e. to face °
both streets. The building is currently planned for the rear of the ot with orientation to the
corner. The revised plan lost one parking spot in the front, but added two spots for employee
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parking in the rear. Parking will be affected by the type of business, and different types of
businesses will use parking at different times of the day.

Motion to support the revised zoning variance application. Second. Discussion. Passed on
voice vote.

1205/1225 Westminster (Update by staff, Leslie McMurray)

In 2009, a TRA (Tenant Remedy Action) was done on these properties. Right before Christmas
2010 the City ordered a complete re-inspection in response to a tenant appeal of an eviction
notice. This inspection was comprehensive and discovered over 600 violations. The buildings
are presently in foreclosure. The city council passed an unusual resolution that supported Wells
Fargo in placing the buildings in receivership. The buildings are almost full; with some 60
families who are largely immigrant, families of color and low-income. The city cannot now allow
people to live in unsafe conditions, but the affordable housing market cannot likely incorporate
60 new families at one time. One potential helpful action that District Five can take is to be
available and ready to file a new and second Tenant Remedy Action with the assistance of
Southern MN Regional Legal Services to protect the families from any wholesale immediate
eviction. A graduated phased process for any re-location efforts would be best, with authentic
support to help tenants acquire safe, healthy housing. The receiver will be asked to complete
the repairs as ordered by the City. A re-inspection is due on January 18™ 2012. Staff will attend
the District Court hearing regarding the receivership. Questions about what will happen to the
buildings can happen later. The main concern right now is to make sure we support District
Five residents. The TRA is legal action and so a Board vote will be necessary. Staff would seek
a clause that D5 be held harmiess if the City is a partner. Staff referenced several articles on
Pioneer Press, Star Tribune and MPR regarding the issues.

Motion was offered that District Five support to the fullest extent possible all actions to prevent
wholesale displacement of the current residents, up to and including filing a TRA on their behalf.
Second. The Motion passed unanimously.

License Violation — Frank’s Dairy & Deli, 1201 Edgerton St
Failure of tobacco compliance check and Intent to Suspend License.

Motion to send a strongly worded letter stating in support of the penalty suggested in light of
City inspection findings and violation, and urge the business to be a better operator. Second.
Motion carried.

February CPED meeting — Wednesday, February 8" at location to be announced. This will
feature a community meeting to evaluate and give input on preferred alternatives for the
Gateway Corridor.

Other Business, Announcements

There is a fence at the corner of Burr and Case that has been an issue for a while. A new six-
foot fence has been constructed recently, in violation of code, and the owners were cited. It is in
the front of the property. There is a hearing on January 18" to ask them to remove it. The
District Five Executive Director will be meeting with the property owner or manager, the police,
and the Ward 5 City Council staff on the issue. It does not meet guidelines passed recently by
this committee.
